How do we know that the כֹּהֵן גָּדוֹל divides the נִים  לֶחֶם הַפָּּ

with the other כֹּהֲנִים? Because the Torah says " ה יְתָּ  וְהָּ

נָּיו לְאַהֲרֹן וּלְבָּ  shall be for [The Showbreads]" ,(ויקרא כד, ט) "

Aaron and his sons," meaning, half of the Showbreads 

should be given to the כֹּהֵן גָּדוֹל (like אַהֲרֹן who was the  כֹּהֵן

דוֹל   s'אַהֲרֹן like) כֹּהֲנִים and half should be given to other (גָּ

     sons who were other כֹּהֲנִים).
